I. Call to Order

Chair Alt called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. 
II. Roll Call/Attendance

Present were the following commission members:  Chair Brice Alt, Diana Kenney, LeeAnn Atwood, Sandy Price, Michelle Rozovics, and Bob Wyman. Member Tom Nemcek was absent. Staff member Latika Bhide, Planner, was present.
III. Public Comment

There was no one in the public who wished to comment.  
IV. Approval of Minutes of the January 7, 2010 Regular Meeting 
Chair Alt moved to approve the minutes of the January 7, 2010 regular meeting.  Member Atwood seconded the motion.  On voice vote, all members voted aye.  Motion passed.
The Commission wanted to wait until Member Nemcek arrived to discuss the next item on the agenda. Chair Alt suspended the agenda to discuss the Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) changes. Member Rozovics said that the new FOIA laws that went into effect on January 1, 2010 affects subcommittees of government agencies and how we communicate with each other. At this time, Member Nemcek arrived and indicated that he would not be able to attend the meeting that night. The Commission decided to discuss the Downtown Historic District.

Member Kenney said that she has an updated presentation based on the Commissions discussion at the previous meeting and that she would like to go through the presentation one more time to ensure that they were all in agreement. There was discussion regarding this building. Member Kenney felt that this building could be classified as ‘Not in present state’. Grants would be available only if the improvements would make the building more historic.

The commission summarized that there are 35 buildings (not parcels) in the proposed district out of which 21 are deemed as ‘Contributing’, 4 as ‘Not Contributing’ and 10 as ‘Not in present state’. Member Kenney said that the proposed historic district would be on the next City Council agenda as a discussion item. There was also some discussion regarding the grant program and the impact of the historic district if adopted, on the availability of grants.
VI. Discussion of the 2010 Trolley Tour

Chair Alt said that he was not sure who to send the letter regarding the Trolley Tour in the Village of Lakewood. He had therefore spoken to the Police Chief there and there was no concern expressed. Member Kenney said that she had also spoken with Ms. Peterson, the Village Administrator for the Village of Lakewood. The Lakeside Legacy Foundation had also indicated that they had no other events planned for that day. It would be OK for the tour participants to utilize the toilets at the Dole Mansion.
VII. Freedom of Information Act changes
Member Rozovics summarized the changes to the Freedom of Information Act that are in effect since the 1st of the year. Member Rozovics expressed concern specifically regarding electronic communication and said that using city email-ids for Commission members would be recommended. Staff Bhide indicated that staff is cognizant of the changes and has had training regarding these changes. There is another Q and A session scheduled at which time she will raise the question of city e-ids. Member Kenney said that she will wait to hear from staff regarding email accounts.
